November Budget
General Income: Remove of cookbooks from budget. Growing smiles has been added in. Pink shirt campaign has been added in. Sports day concessions has been changed to concessions – hopefully we are able to hold something in the future.
-PAC not handling the hot lunches. 
-Grade 6 immunizations – Amount has been doubled as last year the grade 6’s did not get immunized and will be this year. PAC to purchase for both grades 6&7 this year. 
-Discretionary funds for teachers. $7500 total and we have leftover money from last year. We gave $5500. We have added $400 for IST program. This year $7200 has been agreed. 
-Staff appreciation has been increased to $2000 for a nice teacher’s lunch. 
 	* Increased because we could not do a lunch for the staff last year, so they received gift cards for Tim Hortons. We have more staff this year and an extra division. We will vote prior to PAC spending the money. *
-Outdoor classroom originally was budgeted for $10,000. Grant is now being asked for from the district. 
-End of year we should have 12, 911.23 leftover.
